"Save Soil" volunteers Devendra, Mohan and ChandishwariAdvaryam conducted an 

awareness program at Usharama Engineering College in Gannavaram to create awareness 

on how to protect our mother's equal soil. The event was attended by 600 students and faculty 

from various disciplines and was a success. 

Sadhguru, the founder of the Isha Foundation, called for the protection of the soil. He is 

currently traveling 30,000 km on a 100-day lone motorcycle journey from the UK to India, 

meeting citizens, leaders and professionals to convey this message to all. If it reaches 350 

core people - that is, 60% of those who have the right to vote in the world - it will be possible 

to mobilize the support of leaders of all nations to formulate national policies to ensure that 

the soil contains at least 3-6% organic matter. The alarm bells are ringing that our soil is 

going extinct. According to a United Nations report, 90% of the earth's soil could be depleted 

by 2050 if we do not take appropriate action now. The UN Food and Agriculture 

Organization estimates that we only have enough soil left for 60 years. It also reported that 

52% of the world’s agricultural land has already been depleted. The World Economic Forum 

estimates that food production will decline by 40% in 20 years if soil erosion is not curbed. In 

India alone, 62% of soils contain less than 0.5% organic matter. The world movement is most
