                         Principal, Dr. G.V.K.S.V.Prasad in his presidential address said that in a 

number of cases, phone calls & messages of students are recorded and they are blackmailed on 

the basis of these records and video footages. He advised students to refrain from sending 

photographs to strangers on social network and sharing personal ideas with them, as it could 

get them into trouble.
